Research Grant Program Rules and Regulations

1． Objective

In order to promote research into Asian Englishes, JAFAE offers research grants to members to aid promising projects concerning our field.
２．Outline of Research Grant 
（１）One or two grants of 100,000 yen will be offered to individual and group research projects once a year, covering the next fiscal year.
（２）The grants may be used for necessary books and materials, consumables, shipping and postal expenses, compensation and honorariums, travel expenses, etc. 
３．Requirements for Application
　　The applicant must be a current JAFAE member in good standing who has paid dues for the year applied. 
４．Application Process
（１）The period of application will be from Dec. 1 to Dec. 20 (must be postmarked no later than Dec. 20). 
（２）Application forms in Japanese and English are available for download from the JAFAE website.

５．Selection Process
（１）Applications will be reviewed by a selection committee formed within the JAFAE board of directors. 
（２）The board of directors will make the final decision based on the proposal of the selection committee. 
（３）Applicants will be informed of the final decision by mail by Feb. 28 of the following year.
６．Research Report
（１）Recipients of the research grant must submit a full report of expenses (including receipts) to the secretariat by mail. 
（２）Research results must be presented at a JAFAE national conference within the year following the grant completion. 
（３）Publication of research results in the JAFAE journal or any other journal must include the words “This research was supported by a grant-in-aid from the Japanese Association for Asian Englishes”. 
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
